About Philmont

Philmont Scout Rancltspans across 140,171 acres of challenging Scouting adventure among the
mountains and mesas of northeastern New Mexico. Most of that land is part of two gifts from
Oklahoma oilman, Waite Phillips, who donated it "for the purpose of perpetuating faith, $el
reliance, integrity, and freedon? principles used to build this great country by the American
Pioneer."

Philmont's mountain terrain ranges in elevation from 6,621 feet at headquarters to 12,441 feet
atop Baldy Mountain. Our abundant wildlife populationincludes deer, elk, mountain lion, bear,
bobcat, buffalo (American bison), and antelope.

Rich in history, Philmont was a part of the Beaubieiiranda Land Grant awarded by Mexico in
1841. The Santa Fe Trail passed along Philmont's eastern boundary. BithCarson and

mountain man Lucien Maxwell built homes at Rayado, located on the current southeast corner of
the ranch. Philmont Scout Ranch and the surrounding area have a rich heritage of Spanish,
Native American, and Anglo cultures.

Since Waite Philb 06 06 AEO0OO DPOI PAOOU CEAO ET pwoyh 1T OAO
participated in the challenge of the backpacking program offered at Philmont Scout Ranch.

Staffed camps offer a variety of activities including horseback riding, burro packinmountain

biking, gold panning, rock climbing, forestry, riflery, archaeology, and much, much marewith

an emphasis on environmental awareness.

Mr. Phillips held a deep respect for the American cowboy. As part of the gift, he asked that
Philmont always remain a working cattle ranch. Philmont maintains cattle, pack burros, buffalo,
and riding horses.

Serving as theNational Training Center for the Boy Scouts of America since 1950, the

Philmont Training Center offers a variety of weekong conferences fowvolunteers and
professionals each summer. While a Scout leader is in conference, programs are planned for all
members of the familyz infant through adult. For the first time in 2018, a familybased

adventure experience was hosted by the Philmont Trainm Center, Philmont Family Adventure.

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By Automobile

Driving across country to Philmont is a great experience. [Pending on your available timesightseeing
opportunities abound between your home and Philmonand in the area around Cimarron. Refer tthe
map for highway information.

Please note that New Mexico has a mandatory seatbelt law and speed limits amicly enforced. The
speed limit in Cimarron is35mph and the Philmont Training Center is 15mph. Please drive carefully.
Parking is available near tenting and roofed housing areas; however, these spaces are limited, and you
may be asked to park in longerm parking. There is no electricity availabldor charging electric vehicles.

From Denver or Colorado Springs:

Go south on Interstate 25 to Raton, New Mexico (17 miles south of the Colorado border). Four
miles south of Raton take Exit 446 onto Highway 64dnd drive about 40 miles to Cimarron.

From Albuquerque:

Go north on Interstate 25 about 200 miles to Springer, New Mexico. Three miles north of
Springer, take Exit 419 onto Highway 58 and drive about 20 miles to Cimarron.
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From Taos:

Stay on Highway @ toward Angel Fire (east of Taos). You travel through Taos Canyon, Eagle
Nest, and Cimarron Canyon, to reach Cimarron.

Whenyou reach Cimarron, turn southon State Highway 21 and drive approximately 4 miles to Philmont
Scout Ranch. As you enter Philmanyou will see several buildings before you reach your destination;
these buildings are other parts of Philmont Base Camp, such as the Administration Building.

Look for the brown Philmont Training Center sign near milemarker 4 andturn left (east) onto Orchard
Circle. The Villa Philmonte, the Mediterraneastyle home of the Phillips family, is located on the grounds
of the Philmont Training Center and will serve as a guide to those arriving by car.

By Plane

The nearest major air terminals are Colorad&prings (190 miles north) and Albuquerque (220 miles
south). Other terminals are: Denver (270 miles north), and Amarillo (220 miles east). Raton has a
municipal airport for private aircraft.

Shuttle service is available from Denver, Colorado Springs,dAlbuquerqueairports. Shuttle

reservations must be coordinated with Philmont using the appropriate Shuttle Application. These

shuttles do not run every day, so please check the backside of the Shuttle Sheet for available dates. 2019
shuttle information is availablehere.

Meals and Housing

Meals

Meals are served in either one or two different shifts in Dining Hall 2 at the Training Center. Your assigned
shift will be determined prior to arrival. Your cooperation in observing these assignments is appreciated,;
doing so avoidslong lines and ensuredable space for all guests.

At mealtime, earlyarrivals line up outside the Dining Hall and are led by the staff in reciting the Philmont
Grace. Meals are varied, and there is always a salad/fruit bar, cereal with knpibnd peanut buter and
jelly for sandwiches. Refrigeration is available in the Tent City offices fanfant formula or medications.

If you or a member of your family has special diaty requirements, please let Philmont know in
advance either through the registration process oby emailing Philmont.TrainingCenter@scouting.org
Philmont's isolated location limits the availabiity of many specialized or kosher food itemsand these
items may need to be brought from homePhilmont's food service staff will make every effort to

meet your needs but may not be able to accommodate persons following strict diets for religious

or medic al reasons.

Tent Housing

Living in tents may be a new experience for you. Most

possible.

Your 10' x 12' canvas wall tent is on a wod or
concrete platform and contains two metalspring twin
beds with mattresses, chairs, a metal locker, an
electric outlet, and a light.

blankest,and other services are available for your use at ncharge mthe Tent Clty offlce Games
evening activities, Cobbler Nigtg, patch trading sessions, and other activities will be organized lie
Tent City staff or your fellow Tent City residents.

Tent assignments depend upon attendance numbers and thges and number of members in your
family. Common arrangements include multiple tents with cots and crib&£apacitycan be increased to
three per tent with the use of a military cotfor families with small children.

Each tent city has nearby handicap aessible shower houses. All Philmont Training Center shower
houses have individual locking units, with each room containing a shower, sink, and toilet.

Families staying in tents will need to  bring their own sleeping bags (or other bedding), pillows,
and towels for their stay.

DeluxeTents area tenting upgrade
designed to make the outdoors comfortable for the whole family. Eadbeluxe Tentwill contain high quality linens,
bedding, and furniture. EactDeluxe Tentwill have one queen bed and two sets of bunk beds, sleeping 5 to 6
people. These tents will be a short walk away to our Showerhouse, where individual locking units contain a
shower, sink, andoilet.

Philmont will provide sheets and bedding, pillows, and towels for your upgraded stay in the Deluxe Tents.
Room cleaning services will not be provided during the  duration of your stay.

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Family Program Groups

Each Family Program group participates in activities designed with the age and ability of the family
member in mind. Cateens or water bottles, rain gear, and a daypack large enough to hold all their gear
are needed for each person participating in Family Program activities. Schedules may vary duegtoup
size, weather, or other factors at PhilmontDepending upon the nunber of participants, family groups may
be combined or split to provide more proportionately even groups.

The main objective of the Philmont Training Center Family Program is to provide an agepropriate

Philmont experience. Pleasenderstand that while sane ofour Cub Scoutaind Scouts BSArograms may

be based on advancement requirements, their main intent is to let our Scoutave a fun Philmont
experience.4

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Small Fry (2 months - 4 years old)

For the youngest scouts, aursery is in the Small Fry Center and parents may leave their children during
Family Program times. Infants may be left for alittle as an hour, or as long aa morning or afternoon
session.Care is provided by trained Philmont staff according to your instructions

At the Small Fry Center, the staff provide activities, games, crafts, pony rides, and supervised play during
family program times. If riding ponies, all children are required to wear long pants and closeied shoes.

Parents of Small Fry children need to send all essential items (bottles, sweaters, dzeepetc ) with their
children. Be sure to label each item with yor - v
name as well as the name of your child.

Bandits (5 z 6-year-old youth)

Bandits participate in nature hikes, pony rides,
games, songs and skitgrafts, museum tours,
and two half-day hikes.

Ropers (7-year olds)

Ropers will get to partake in hiking, Mla and
Museum tours, archery and BB guns, pony rides
games, crafts, and an aftilay hike.

Deputies (8 z 9-year-old youth)

Deputies participate in hiking, museum tours, archerand BB guns, pony rides, gamesrafts, and an alday hike.

Sidewinders (10-year olds)
Sidewinders enjoy hiking, artiery and BB gunscrafts, sports, rock climbing Villa and museum tours, and
a parent/Sidewinder overnighter. The overnighter is for theSidewinder and a parent only.

Mustangs (11 z 13-year-old youth)

Mustangsenjoy a schedule of activities that varies from week to week. Thdustang program may include
day hikes,horse rides, rock climbing, nature-based activities and games, archery, shootirgports, crafts,
and anovernighter in Philmont's backcountry.

Mustangsmust have Parts A, Band Cof the BSA Annual Health & Medical Record, and bring the
equipment listed for overnighters.
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Broncos (14 z 20-year olds)

The Broncos program is for those teenage family
members who choose not to participate in a
Mountain Trek. Broncos stay at PTC with their
family, but enjoy a week of activities including
hiking, horse rides, museum tours, ropes course,
rock climbing, and shooting sports.

Mountain Trek (14 z 20-year olds)
Mountain Treks are challenging
backpacking expeditins that provide an
opportunity to experience Philmont's
rugged Sangre de Cristo Mountains.
Mountain Trek crews hike 2040 miles
into the backcountry where participants
stay at several camps that offer a variety
of exciting programs. The Mountain Trek
Program is for young men and women
who are 14 years of agegr have completed the & grade and are at least 13 years old, but are not yet 21
prior to participation.

All Mountain Trek participants must complete and return the Mountain Trek Information Form
which can be found here. Participants are organied into male,female, or coed crews and are placed
under the supervision of two of Philmont's higtly qualified Rangers.

On Sunday afternoon, Mountain Trek participants check in at the Philmont Training Center and meet at
3:00pm on the greensward prepared to leave for the trek. After a short orientation meeting with the
Philmont Rangers, the participats divide into crews based on their age and ability and prepare for
departure into the backcountry. Participants will return Saturday morning around 9:00am.

Parts A, B, and Gf the BSA Annual Health & Medical Record are required. Philmont provides crgear,
but participants need the personal gear listed on the Mountain Trek equipment lidisted on the
Mountain Trek Guidebook

Please note: The Maoiain Trek program is not offered during Fall Conference.

Silverados (Non-conference adults, 21+)

Silverados are provided with a wide range of planned activities. The Silverados have their own meeting
after the all-adult meeting on Monday morning. Duringhis meeting, they will hear details about the
activities scheduled, and get to sign up faactivities they are interested in. Some of these activities are led
by the Philmont staff and others are selfuided. Silverados can change activities throughout #week.

Some Silverado programs will require additional fees if they are provided off Philmont property or by
local experts (including White Water Rafting, Candle Making in Cimarron, Jeep Tours in Red River, etc.)
Silverados carpool in personal vehicle sto any activity that takes place away from the Training Center
property.

Other Silverado activities include: Shooting Sports, Villa and Museum tours, High Ropes course, fishing,
crafts, and outdoor cookingAn extensive dayhiking program is alsoavailable for Silverados. Hikes range
from an easy 1.2mile nature walk to a more challenging allday hike of8 miles into the backcountry
Anyone interested in participating in the extensive hiking programs must meet thBhilmont Height and
Weight Chart restrictions.
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
